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There seems to be quite a few
conflicting ideas as to exactly
what /s reggae. To be precise reg-
gae is that ‘RHYTHM’  that
stimulates the most delicate
tissues of the whole human
anatomy. Not all Reggae is fast
likewise it’s not always slow. The
type of reggae that is most appeal-
ing is the type that is most ac-
cepted in your environment. | have
discovered that there are no limita-
tions as to who play reggae - music
is universal so once you have the
“ridim” then, there you go. A
classic example of the genius in
the ridim-feeling is the Clash/.
Check out Armagideon Times
--same Rockers - ridim feeling but

more up-tempo to match the au-
dience to which the Clash is more
directed to. A generation of vibrant
energetic music lovers. Some
groups now are playing ska and,
calling it reggae -nonsense!!

The trick about reggae is that
you have to know its ethnic origin
— try and OVER-STAND what au-
dience you have in mind then
direct the “ridim” without too
much improvisations to them they
will accept it if it's pulsating
enough to start them toe-tapping
and finger-snapping!!

Look everyone is Rocking!!!
DYNAMITE!!!??!!
